EPS vector �les are best for printing signage,  

exhibit materials, premium and giveaway items, 

and any other applications that require high- 

quality printing.

GIF �les are best for the Web, PowerPoint  

presentations, CDs, videos, and any other  

applications that require viewing on a monitor  

or screen.

GIF and BMP �les are best for Word documents.

Format 

It is always preferable to use the horizontal  

format of the logos. However, if the layout does 

not lend itself to the horizontal logo, please use 

the stacked format. In either case, the relationship 

between the Company name and the colophon 

should never be altered in any way.
